Restricted classes are open to rider/horse combinations that have not been placed 1 — 3@ more
than twice at the class level or above at any dressage competition.

The Restricted and Open classes of a test will be take place together. Consequently competitors
entering Class 1 may not enter Class 2 and competitors entering Class 4 may not enter Class 5 as
the classes are running simultaneously under the same judge in the same arena.

Class 6 is a percentage class. Places are awarded according to percentage score. Please specify
on entry form which of the two tests you will ride.

Three cumulative point leagues, Prelim, Novice and Elementary, kindly sponsored by Ride ‘N Drive
of Henstead will run over the series. The winners of each league will receive a £25 qift voucher.

1% place will be awarded 7 points down to 6" place being awarded 2 points. All riders will be

awarded 1 point for each test ridden.

Prizes will be awarded at the Championship Show on 3™ March 2012.

The competitions are run under British Dressage Ltd rules.

Places are limited and therefore riders are restricted to two horses per class. Horses may only
enter three classes.
